Executive Board Meeting Minutes

April 15, 2010

Minutes of the March, 2010 board meeting were not read although emailed and accepted and approved. 

Treasurer, Gloria Rapp  stated there was $2,533.33 in the bank before the Plant Sale deposits.  All Plant Sale deposits to date were $19,694.74 although more money is to be received and an official total will be given at that time.  There are still 30 folks who have not paid their dues.
Newsletter, Joe Loughlin reported no new items are pending. 

Greenhouse/Restitution, Ash Tyler  reported that the heaters in both green houses do not work and need replacement.  Insulation will be purchased for both green houses and installed to help with heating and cooling.  Ash received $21,000 for the restitution program which is what is needed.  $4,000 is split between restitution and repairs and the administrative funds if needed from the $21,000 total.  Fourteen kids finished the program last month.  There are 27 or 28 kids currently from the ages of 7-17.
Speakers, Grace was not in attendance. The speakers are set for the year 2010.

Hardscapes, Fred  stated that repairs to the bridge have been made with 4 volunteers helping him.  The cost was approximately $300.  There are still some boards to replace.
Membership, Dominique Loewenstein reported there are no new items.
Pat Haggerty, Corresponding Secretary continues to send cards per Charlie.
John Baronowski, Web Master  reported that Life on the Farm information is on the web site.  The officers in BCMGVA are on the Home Page and there is a link to Agronomy information.  People can also check their soil sample results on the web site.  The  web site can be used for networking.  Fred and Joe have their bios up.  Only those individuals in the BCMGVA can see other individuals’ information and additionally those who maintain the site at NCSU can see the information.
Brad updated items in the gardens as follows:
· There are 5 days for Life on the Farm:  April 20,21,28,29,30.  Help is still needed for this.  The schools involved in order of date above are Lincoln, Bolivia, Union, Bellville and Supply. The training manual is excellent and is based on the 3rd grade course of study.
· The work day was moved to April 27th due to Life on the Farm.  The web site has been updated and emails sent in this regards.

· The new class has a project to lay some mulch.  They also are the Design Team who will meet with Al with plans for the new entry garden.
· Brad will go to Leland with the van full of plants for the give away.
Coordinator, Charlie Spencer was not in attendance.
Becky Dus reported that set up help is needed on June 14th to prepare for the Recognition Luncheon on June 15th.
