The meeting was called to order at 10:05 by President Joe Loughlin.

In attendance were Dominique Lowenstein, Shirley Waggoner-Eisenman, Pat Hagerty, Fred Mina, Susan Brown, Ash Tyler, Tom Woods and Linda Lemieux

Hank Rapp, Treasurer, reported that available funds as of the end of May are $11,356.64.
A motion was made and seconded to transfer $250 from the raised bed fund to the rain barrel allocation.

Dominic Lowenstein, Membership, reported that we will have one membership list very soon.

Shirley Waggoner-Eisenman, NCMGVA Liason, had no report.
Ash Tyler, Greenhouse/Restitution, reported that we will be using natural gas to heat the greenhouse this winter.  The combined changes of buying plugs in the spring, cutting greenhouse use in half and using electric heaters should help lower the cost of operating   the greenhouse.

Fred Mina, Gardens, had no report.

Pat Hagerty, Corresponding Secretary, had no report.
MG Coordinator, Tom Woods, reported that the fall plant sale will be held on the 6, 7, and 8 of October.
Tuesday, June 28, Susan will take a group to the Ralston Arboretum for a special program.  The group will leave at 6:30 AM and return at 4:30 PM.
Tom is keeping a running tally of info line calls and finds we are receiving fewer calls this year than last year.  He is uncertain of the reason for this.
Day in the Yard classes have been pretty successful. There are two more programs scheduled in September: one in Bolivia and one in St. James.
The 2012 schedule is beginning to take shape.  We will conduct one program in February in Bolivia and another in September in Bolivia.  We will soon send out flyers to get the neighborhood groups put together.

Horticultural Extension Agent, Susan Brown, stated that the new extension director, Mark Blevins, is starting July 1.  We are having an informal party to welcome him on July 15 from 2 PM to 4 PM.  MG members are invited to drop by during this time to welcome him to Brunswick County.
Susan will run a plant ID class of ten sessions.  It will start in the beginning of August and run through October.

Susan is offering some courses for public workers to help them maintain their public plant areas.

July 18 is the date of the national junior horticultural exam and Susan believes we have a strong contending group of young people taking the exam. 
Susan will be on vacation from July 2 to July 10.

Tom is looking into generating three sets of signs that we can use in our public appearances such as the farmers markets.  He will report back on materials and prices at our August meeting.
