Executive Board Meeting Minutes
November 12, 2009
The meeting was called to order by President Shirley Waggoner-Eisenman at 9:05 a.m.  
In attendance were:  John Baronowski, Patty Burns, Becky Dus, Dominique Loewenstein, Gloria Rapp, Ash Tyler, and Shirley Waggoner-Eisenman.
Minutes of the October 15, 2009 board meeting were accepted as information.
Treasurer, Gloria Rapp passed out a copy of the October’s Treasurer’s Report showing an end of the month balance of $10,015.11 with a sales tax liability of $406.74 and available funds of $9,608.37.   The Board agreed that if additional money is needed for the Holiday party, the extra money from the Recognition Social can be used.  John Baronowski indicated he still needs money from the website account by the end of the year for next year’s website payment.  Shirley asked that all 2009 bills be turned in to Gloria by the end of the year.  
 Greenhouse/Restitution, Ash Tyler said he is still selling plants and has sold $451 since the plant sale.  Ash reported that there are 51 clients now in the Restitution Program since the kids don’t have to go to court now but just come directly to Program.  He indicated he is getting more of the 15, 16, & 17 year olds and out of all the kids, 14 are in community service and 37 in restitution. He said the kids earn $7.50 per hour and this month they have earned $1,300 in restitution money.  
Parties & Banquets, Becky Dus said the Holiday party invitations are being drafted.  She asked the Board if they would consider having one of the local stores cook and slice the meat for the party since it was very time consuming for her last year.  The Board agreed for her to get prices from the local stores and plan accordingly.  Also she will ask Charlie to send out an email before the party to see how many will be participating in the holiday decoration contest so she knows how many centerpieces she will have for table decorations. 
Recording Secretary, Patty Burns reported that Sherrill Sykes has volunteered to be Recording Secretary for next year and that she will be meeting with her in December to go over everything with her. 
Membership, Dominique Loewenstein had nothing to report but a discussion followed as to who has member information, i.e. email addresses, change of addresses, hours worked, etc.   
Website, John Baronowski said the website is now up-to-date through October.  He also stated the NCSU website has the ability to share events but this is not incorporated into our website.  Shirley suggested a link to all the NCSU counties.  He mentioned that Fred has not done much reworking of the Association website at this time. John said he needs to create a web page for 2010.  
President, Shirley Waggoner-Eisenman mentioned that there is a change of speakers for the November meeting. Suzanne Dorsey, Director of Bald head Island Conservancy will be speaking on Coastal Habitats and Human Habitats.  Shirley said people are not reading the newsletter posted on the website but should.  
The meeting was adjourned at 9:45 a.m. followed by an informational discussion on the 2010 budget.
