Executive Board Minutes

September 15, 2011

The meeting was called to order by President Joe Loughlin at 9:01 AM.

In attendance were Hank Rapp, Dominique Lowenstein, Pat Hagerty, Susan Brown, Fred Mina, Linda Lemieux, Tom Woods, and Shirley Waggoner-Eisenman.

Hank Rapp, Treasurer reported that available funds as of the end of August are $11,635.54.  A motion was made and seconded to accept the treasurer’s report.

Dominique Lowenstein, Membership had no official report but did report on the health of two members. Richard Boland is now being helped by hospice.  Dominique is looking into whether the Bolands could use help in their yard.  A group of master gardeners might help with that project.  Once we know this idea is workable, Dominique will present it to the membership
Vickie Kay is in the hospital and is recovering from her illness.

Pat Hagerty, Corresponding Secretary. continues to send cards as needed.

Fred Mina, Hardscapes says his next project will be putting wood shelves in the trailer.  He believes it will take around $200 to complete this project.
He also suggested we put gravel in the area in front of the pesticide shed since it is muddy in this area.
Susan Brown, Horticultural Agent reported that Life on the Farm is going on today and Tuesday through Friday next week.

We will discuss the upcoming trip at the meeting next Thursday.
Susan believes we could be selling more rain barrels if we had them available.  We will prepare 10 rain barrels which can be sold at the plant sale. The price of each barrel is $50.
She will try to have all plants on the pad priced and tagged before new plant material is brought in for the plant sale.
Expanding the pad to provide more space for the plants is an option that we will pursue.

Susan has a system in place for ordering, preparing, pricing and selling the plugs that she will order for spring.

Tom Woods, MG Coordinator, reported that Day in the Yard is taking place here in Bolivia right now and the classes at St. James will begin September 29.  They will run another class in February.
The classes at BBC have started but so far attendance is low.

There are still some open speaker opportunities:


Oct. 6 from 1 to 3 at BBC a speaker is needed to discuss Herbs and Edible Flowers,


Oct. 17 from 8PM to 9PM a speaker is needed at Backyard Feed Store. The topic is Fall Gardening.  This program will be held immediately following a winetasting from 6PM to 8PM.
Tom showed the board the tentative list of plants he will purchase for the plant sale and the places from which he will procure them.
Tom spoke about a potential problem and expense we may have to face.  Our greenhouse cover suffered damage during the storm and may not last.  We are getting a cost estimate for a stronger, thermal cover with dual thickness.

The gas lines are in place and we have ordered the conversion kits.  We have a full tank of propane and will use that before we convert to gas. We are heating half the large greenhouse but are not heating the small greenhouse.  
Ash will use the large greenhouse to have the restitution kids work on preparing the plants for Leland’s spring giveaway.

The master gardener plants will not come to the greenhouse until February.

The meeting adjourned at 9:55AM.
