General Meeting Minutes

May 28th, 2009

President, Shirley Waggoner-Eisenman called the meeting to order at 9:05a.m.  There were 49 in attendance.  She thanked Kay Forbes and Ellen Pecina for today’s refreshments.  

Recording Secretary, Barbara McCoy for Patty Burns read the minutes of the April 23, 2009 meeting, which were accepted as read.

Decorations/Parties, Becky Dus, Shirley advised that Becky needs help with the set up and decorating on June 22nd for the Recognition Luncheon and for cleanup on the 23rd following the luncheon.  Please contact Becky or Shirley for specific times. 

Treasurer, Gloria Rapp, stated the balance ending April 2009 was $13,733.76.  Total income for the month was $19, 073.18; total expenses were $6595.83.   April sales tax liability is $1,203.19.  Available Funds are $12,530.57  

Newsletter, Joe Loughlin, noted a correction to the Recognition Dinner date shown in the last newsletter will be in the next newsletter.  Correct Date is the 23rd of June.  He suggested that Master Gardeners begin using the web site to update hours and sign up for hot line and other projects.

Hardscape, Fred Mina, reminded everyone that workdays are the first Monday and third Tuesday.  

Library/Speakers, Grace Wrigley, noted we need to purchase a much needed new Ortho Problem Solver.  She suggested that we donate duplicate copies of library books to Brunswick County Schools and/or to create a library for the TILS program.  Lynn Schwartzkopf will contact the schools and Sheriff’s Office regarding the donation of duplicate books.   June speakers are Al Height and David Barkley. July speaker is Mr. Bookout; the subject is SNAKES.   
Greenhouse/Restitution, Ash Tyler, expressed his thanks to everyone who helped in the Greenhouse and with the plant sales. There are plants to repot in the Greenhouse. Restitution program needs helpers.  There are now 17 kids in the program age’s range from 10 to 17.  It counts as hot line time.  

Vice President, TILS Program, Lynn Schwartzkopf, said all beds have been planted; beans, tomatoes, snap and lima beans, squash, okra, and cucumbers are coming up. Sprinklers are installed.  Charlie advised that Wal-Mart in Southport donated the seeds for this project. 50 male inmates signed up for the program but only 11 passed the screening process. Female inmates also signed up and are being processed.  Female Master Gardeners are needed to instruct them.  Class subjects are being completed.   Current plans are to start instruction mid-June.  Raleigh is creating a Task Force related to this type of project.  Al Height and the Sheriff are following up on information regarding funding.

Motion was made by Dominique Loewenstein to transfer $3600.00 from New Projects to Botanical Gardens in support of the Botanical Gardens. Charlie Spencer presented Motion.  Ellen Pecina seconded motion and it passed.
