Vice President, Lynn Schwartzkopf mentioned that we have a great group of Master Gardener volunteers since he very quickly found a replacement Patty Burns, Recording Secretary.  Sherrill Sykes will the new secretary for next year.  
President, Shirley Waggoner-Eisenman said we won the landscape design competition at the state conference for our botanical garden.  The prize was $250.00.  She thanked Barbara McCoy and 
Ellie Bierman for all their hard work.  The display for the botanical gardens will be set up at the November meeting.  Carol DeLude gave a brief update of the conference and stated that next year’s conference will be in the spring in New Bern from April 25 – 28th.   Shirley asked for short reports from those that attended for the newsletter.    She also said that the state association is trying to pass through the legislation a MG license plate.  Three hundred signatures are needed and she will be passing around a sheet to sign.
