General Meeting Minutes
September 24, 2009
President, Shirley Waggoner-Eisenman called the meeting to order at 9:08 a.m.  There were 41 in attendance.  She thanked Ann Duke and Cathie Rod for today’s refreshments.  
Recording Secretary, Patty Burns read the minutes of the August 27, 2009 meeting.  The minutes were accepted as read with the following changes; 1.) Under Greenhouse/Restitution, change the name Hot Line to Info Line; 2.) Under Nominating Committee, the Secretary is an appointed position not elected. 
Treasurer, Gloria Rapp stated the balance ending August, 2009 was $8,188.96, minus $35.27 sales tax liability, making available funds of $8,153.69.  The report will be filed for audit.  
Library/Speakers, Grace Wrigley said to-date four speakers are confirmed for 2010.  They are: January, Jace Myers from BCC; February, Connie Fisk, NCSU on muscadine grapes; March, Jan Denney & Arlene Hubner Eisenman on orchids; April, Barbara Fair, NCSU landscape specialist.  The following speakers are tentatively scheduled:  May, Bryce Lane NCSU landscape specialist; June, Chris Gunter NCSU vegetable specialist; July, Keith Baldwin NCA&T on sustainable production; August, Marge Harper Brunswick County on native wildflowers; September, Cam Too Camellias; October, Tim Alderton NCSU on new plant introductions; November, Bill Hunt NCSU water quality specialist. Shirley mentioned if anyone has any other suggestions for speakers to get in touch with Grace.  
Newsletter, Joe Loughlin had nothing to report. Shirley reminded everyone to get information to Joe by the 5th of each month for the newsletter. 

Hardscape, Fred Mina had nothing to report.
Webmaster, John Baronowski said he has been out of town and has not had a chance to post the August minutes but will post them soon.  
Parties/Decorations, Becky Dus said since we did a good job with the container gardening contest, we will do a contest again for the holiday season.  The criteria for the contest is printed on the back of the agenda.  Gift certificates will be awarded as prizes.  
State Association Rep, Carol Wilson had nothing to report.  
Greenhouse/Restitution, Ash Tyler said the Restitution program now has 22 clients.  He said there is still $3,000 in the restitution budget but is committed to $4,700.  Once the money runs out, the program will shut down unless he gets more money. Charlie said there are a few females in the program and needs female MG help on Saturday mornings.  It counts as Info Line time.  He and Charlie are starting to get plants for the October plant sale.  Charlie has a sign-up form for the plant sale being passed around.  
Vice President, Lynn Schwartzkopf said there are no classes currently planned for the TILS program but they are still planting a vegetable garden with the inmates.  There is still a problem with the soil pH, sulfur has been added and they are monitoring it to see if the plants are growing.  
Coordinator, Charlie Spencer said a reporter from the Sun News stopped by to take pictures and wants to do an article on the TILS program.   There will be two more Wednesday sessions at the Southport Farmers Market on 9/30 & 10/7.  A propagation workshop will be conducted on the last day.  Friday, 10/2 is Pro Day at the Agricultural building at BCC.  Charlie said Shirley, Ellie Bierman, and Barbara McCoy are working on the landscape design exhibit of our botanical gardens for the state conference contest.  The exhibit will also be set up at the regional fair in Wilmington.  He passed out flyers for the 4-H Brunswick County Centennial Party on 10/5 which we are all invited to attend.  David Barkley’s party is Monday, 9/28.  Saturday, 10/3 is the Sunset Beach fair and help is needed.  The Life on the Farm series is tentatively scheduled in April versus this September at Funston Farms because of budget issues.  In the interim, we will do a series at Belville Elementary for the 3rd graders.  More people are needed for the state fair trip on 10/22 & 10/23 – 10 people are scheduled but 18 are needed to make the trip worthwhile.  Contact Charlie if interested.   The staff will be gone Thursday, 10/1, and help is needed to answer phones.  See Bette after the meeting if interested.  The Advisory Council to the Cooperative Extension asked that we provide to the public a series of lectures on vegetable gardening.  Charlie asked for suggestions on topics to be offered.  This is an extension program.  Charlie said to make sure you post your hours on either the website or in the log book, but not both places. The website for posting hours is www.ncsugarden.com.  Shirley said the guidelines for posting hours will be put on the back of next month’s agenda.  Joe said the guidelines have also been posted in the newsletter for the past two months. The newsletter can be found on the association website. 
The meeting was adjourned at 9:58 a.m. followed by a presentation from Ted Wilgis from the NC Coastal Federation on water quality, rain gardens and 4-H projects.  

Next general meeting will be October 22 with speaker, Hannelore Palmer, on landscape design.
