Whereas, over $40,000 has been invested in the last five years to expand botanical
garden plant collections, install irrigation, drainage, lighting and water features and walkways for
easy public access, and Brunswick County Master Gardener volunteers have teamed with the 4-H
program to provide enrichment activities for youth, and more than 750 third-graders learn about
agriculture and where their food comes from through Life on the Farm taught largely by Master
Gardeners annually, and

Whereas, The Master Gardener Volunteers Association also provides about $1000 in
financial support for Life on the Farm, and six hundred sixty (660) youth from kindergarten
through fifth grade at Supply Elementary School learned about agriculture and the environment in
classes taught by Master Gardeners, and these volunteers were also an important part of the pilot
program for Ecosystem Exploits enhancing the fifth-grade curriculum in April and May of 2009.

Look
around now and analyze
your site to see if you
can enhance your
landscape with a few more
plants or you may want to
consider renovating your
landscape this fall. Now is
the time to put your ideas

on paper and start lining up the plants you will
need later. Have you thought abodakhgarden?

Hints! Regular weeding and watering of lawns,
flowers, and vegetable gardens will keep them
producing all summer. Mulch all beds to maintain
even moisture and keep weeds down. Leaf spot
on tomatoes can be treated with an insecticidal
spray: follow label directions. Good clearp of

marvelous things for any landscape or garden. It
can conserve moisture, keep soil temperatures
cooler, prevent weed seed from coming up, and
slowly add organic matter to the soil over time.
Mulch protects trees and shrubs from dgena

by lawn equipment and reduces root
competition from grass, helping trees and shrubs
to grow faster. In addition, a nice layer of mulch
makes any planting look better. Mulching is a
relatively easy task but there are a few tips to be
aware of in order tget the most benefit from
mulching your landscape.

most important thing to keep in mind when
spreading mulch is to put out the right amount.
Three to four inches is ideal around trees and
shrubs. More than four inel can be too much,
and can actually reduce the amount of water
reaching the soil underneath. Less than three
inches may not be enough to hold moisture in or
prevent weed seed from growing through.

Mulch should be applied evenly over the root
system of youplantings. For trees this means
applying mulch out to the drip line or edge of
the treebds canopy. One
avoided though is piling mulch up against the
